CONSTITUTION - BY-LAWS OF THE

ST. BERNARD PARISH RETIRED TEACHERS' ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE I

Name
The name of this organization shall be the St. Bernard Parish Retired Teachers' Association. 

ARTICLE II

Purposes
Section 1:  To serve as a local unit of the Louisiana Retired Teachers' Association and to maintain affiliation with the National Retired Teachers' Association and the American Association of Retired Persons. 

Section 2:  To further the interests and welfare of our membership in the state and local community.
Section 3:  To foster good fellowship among retired teachers and associate members.
Section 4:  To encourage members to use their talents, training and experience to further the educational, social, and civic growth of the community, the state, and the nation.
ARTICLE III

Membership

Section 1:  Membership of this association will consist of any retired teacher or administrator who has worked in St. Bernard Parish.
Section 2:  Any person interested in education may become an associate member.
Section 3:  Teachers or administrators must be members of the Teachers' Retirement System of Louisiana and of the Louisiana Retired Teachers' Association.
ARTICLE IV

Officers
Section 1:  The officers of this association shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.
Section 2:  Nomination for officers shall be made by the Nominating Committee.  Nominations may also be made from the floor.  Associate members may not hold an elected office or have voting privileges.
Section 3:  Officers shall be elected at the December meeting and serve for two years.  They may be re-elected for additional terms.
Section 4:  Officers shall be installed at the March meeting.
ARTICLE V

Duties of Officers

Section 1:  The President or Vice-President shall preside at all meetings of this Association.
Section 2:  The Secretary shall keep a full record of all meetings and shall conduct all correspondence.
Section 3:  The Treasurer shall collect annual dues and shall deposit all funds in the name of the St. Bernard Parish Retired Teachers' Association. The Treasurer will keep records and make financial reports.
ARTICLE VI

Committees

Section 1:  The Executive Committee shall be composed of the officers and the chairpersons of the standing committees.

Section 2:  The Committees shall be appointed by the President with the approval of the Executive Committee.

Section 2:  All dues shall be due on January 1st of the calendar year and shall be known as that said year's dues.

Quorums
Section 1:  Ten or more members shall constitute a quorum of the Association.
